Serving Alcohol

Reservations can be made up to 6 months in advance for
Bellaire residents and 3 months in advance for non-
residents. 
Reservations must be made at least 2 weeks in advance.
All facility rentals require a minimum 3-hour reservation.
(Booked in one hour increments.)
There is no additional setup or cleanup time allowed for
the facility. Renter will have access to the facility only
during those times stated in the contract. Renter and
guests must leave the facility promptly when the
contracted rental time is over (this may mean that renter
must end the event early to allow enough time for
cleanup.)
Local individuals, organizations or agencies may not lease
facilities for nonresidents at resident rates.
Programs conducted by the Bellaire Parks and Recreation
Department and other Official activities will be given
priority at all times. Days are limited by Friday, Saturday,
and Sunday or as available during the week.
Decorations that will not damage the facility or equipment
are allowed. Duct tape or silly string is not allowed. Plants,
pictures, sofas and accent furniture may not be re-
arranged.
Renters may use facilities only for the purpose of private
functions (birthdays, receptions, etc.) or meetings for non-
profit community service organizations unless approved by
the Director of Parks and Recreation. Renter must be at
least 21 years or age.
